Early history

The commerce of the ancient world
was gathered into the warehouses o
Tyre. Tyrian merchants were the firs
who ventured to navigate the
Mediterranean waters; and they
founded their colonies on the coasts
and neighboring islands of the Aege
Sea, in Greece; on the northern coal
of Africa, at Carthage and other
places; in Sicily and Corsica; in Spal
at Tartessus; and even beyond the
pillars of Hercules, at Gadeira. In thq
time of King David (c. 1000 BCE), a
friendly alliance was entered into
between the kingdoms of Israel and
Tyre, the latter of which was ruled b
Hiram |. The city of Tyre was
particularly known for the productio
of a rare and expensive sort of purpl
dye, produced from the murex
shellfish, known as Tyrian purple. T
color was, in many cultures of ancie
times, reserved for the use of royalt
or at least nobility.

Tyre was often attacked by Egypt,
besieged by Shalmaneser V, who wa
assisted by the Phoenicians of the
mainland, for five years, and by
Nebuchadnezzar (586!573 BCE) for
thirteen years, without success,
although a compromise peace was
made in which Tyre paid tribute to t
Babylonians. It later fell under the
power of the Persians.

In 332 BCE, the city was conquered
Alexander the Great, after a siege o
seven months in which he built the
causeway from the mainland to the
island, but it continued to maintain
much of its commercial importance
the Christian era. The presence of t
causeway affected water currents
nearby, causing sediment to build ug
making the connection permanent.

Ask What You Can DoRrobert H. Wright, EGPS

Given the average age of the
members of our Masonic
fraternity, there are a lot of

us who may recall the
statement that John F.
Kennedy made during his only
inaugural address on January
20, 1961. He encouraged all
Americans to be active citizens
when he said, $Ask not what
your country can do for you;
ask what you can do for your
country.#

Even though his allocution was
the fourth shortest inaugural
address, it is considered by
some to be among the best
presidential inauguration
speeches in American history.
There was an important
message in it that we can
apply to our entire Masonic
fraternity. If we replaced the
word $country# with
$chapter#, $council#,

$commandery#, $Blue Lodge#,

$valley#, $shrine#, or
whichever Masonic body you
choose, we arrive at a
statement that would read, for

example, $Ask not what your
chapter can do for you; ask
what you can do for your
chapter#

There are numerous examples
of brethren when they see a
need developing, have
volunteered to fill that need.
One example would be when
the number of brethren who
can install lodges or who can
give the funeral ritual is
beginning to dwindle. Maybe
the brethren who have been
doing those tasks are simply
getting tired due to the work
load they have been
shouldering.

But there are plenty of other
areas in which you could
volunteer and it would help
your chapter.
