or ) was the
reconstructed Temple in Jerusalem
which stood between 516 BCE and
70 CE. During this time, it was the
center of Jewish worship, which
focused on the sacrifices known as the

. Solomon"s Temple, also
known as the First Temple, was
destroyed in 586 BCE when the Jews
were exiled into Babylonian captivity.
Construction of a new temple was
begun in 535; after a hiatus, work
resumed in 521, with completion
occurring in 516 and dedication in
515. As described in the Book of
Ezra, rebuilding of the Temple was
authorized by Cyrus the Great of
Persia and ratified by Darius the
Great of Persia. The Romans
destroyed Jerusalem and its Second
Temple on August 4th, 70 CE, ending
the Great Jewish Revolt that began in
66 CE.

After the return from captivity, under
Zerubbabel, arrangements were
almost immediately made to
reorganize the desolated Kingdom of
Judah after its demise seventy years
earlier. The body of pilgrims, forming
a band of 42,360 including children,
having completed the long and
dreary journey of some four months,
from the banks of the Euphrates to
Jerusalem, were animated in all their
proceedings by a strong religious
impulse, and therefore one of their
first concerns was to restore their
ancient house of worship by
rebuilding their destroyed temple and
reinstituting the sacrificial rituals
known as the .

First, they erected and dedicated the
altar of God on the exact spot where
it had formerly stood, and they then
cleared away the charred heaps of
debris which occupied the site of the
old temple. In the second month of the
second year (535 BCE), amid great
public excitement and rejoicing, the
foundations of the second temple
were laid.

The Western Wall, which stands in
Jerusalem today, is a remnant of the
Second Temple. Today, Israelis and
visiting Jews from around the world
often go to the Western Wall to pray.

Preserving Your Chapter"s History% Patrick B. JonesEGM3V

The purpose of this article is to provide a few simple
tips for preserving and protecting objects and
records of historical importance that are the
property of your chapter.

One of the most important % and overlooked %
responsibilities of the officers of a Royal Arch
chapter is the maintenance of its documentary
history. The chapters of Illinois are generally as old
as the cities and towns which they call home. For this
reason, the records maintained by Royal Arch
Masons over time provide an insightful glimpse into
the history of a place. Beyond their genealogical
significance, our documentary records tell us about
our fraternal ancestors, about their civic involvement
and about the enduring institutions they created
which we now enjoy and take for granted.

We have all seen it in our temples. In a dark corner
% often a basement, closet or attic % there is
crammed a pile of collapsing cardboard boxes full
of loose papers, cloth and leather bound record
books and ledgers as well as warped, unlabeled
photographs. Generally these papers were
hurriedly stacked without regard for order and how
they relate to each other. Sadly, when found in a
basement, they often show signs of significant water
damage.

Our first impulse when we encounter neglected
documents and historical objects is to try to restore
them to what we perceive to be their original,

pristine condition. By our well intentioned efforts,
however, we often inflict even greater damage. The
philosopher Hippocrates is credited with the oath
that bears his name and has been honored by
physicians up to the present day. The central tenet
of the Hippocratic Oath is the concept of

% #first, do no harm$. As custodians of an
historical legacy, this concept should be our guiding
light. Rather than restoration, our first impulse should
be to provide a storage environment that limits
further deterioration and maintains documents and
objects in their current state of preservation.

Once you have made a decision to assess the
condition of your chapter"s documentary records
there are a few tools that will be very helpful. First,
go to your paraphernalia closet and get a pair of
clean white gloves. You should always wear white
gloves when inspecting old documents to protect
them from the oils that may transfer from your
hands. Second, get an inexpensive notebook and
pen so you can record your observations. Make sure
you date and sign your entries and when you are
not referring to your notes keep them with the items
they relate to. Third, bring a digital camera, the
value of which cannot be overestimated. Also
helpful will be a magnifying glass, cotton rags, a
dry sponge, canned air and a draftsman"s brush
with soft bristles. DuPont Tyvek is also an
outstanding material to

in separating and preserving documents. You
can purchase this material in rolls and also as
finished envelopes. You will also need sturdy
containers to replace the boxes you are
emptying. Banker"s boxes with lids and
handles are appropriate for this purpose. If
your budget permits, you may also purchase
archival quality storage containers. A good
source for such material is the Hollinger
Corporation, which has been supplying the
highest quality archival storage materials to
the Federal Government since 1945. You may
view Hollinger"s complete line of products on
their website at www.hollingercorp.com.
Lastly, provide yourself with a handy waste
receptacle to dispose of dust and rubbish.

When I was a teenager, I took a course in
first aid. One of the concepts of emergency
response we covered was triage. Upon
arriving at the scene of a disaster, we were
taught to sort our patients for treatment
according to a system of priorities designed
to maximize the number of survivors. This
same concept should apply when we are
confronted with a jumble of neglected yet
important documents.

Your first step should be to take a
photograph of the existing condition of the
documents you are about to examine. If it is a
box in a closet, for instance, open the door
and take a quick snapshot before you
remove the box. Don"t pull everything out.
Only remove a quantity of documents that
you know you have time to examine during a
given session. Next, provide yourself with a
clean, well lit area to work. A card table with
a clean drop cloth or tarp is fine. Try to avoid
using newspaper to cover your work surface.
The ink on most newspapers is easily
transferable and can discolor the items you
are inspecting.

Next you should briefly examine each item in
the group you have before you and write
down what it is and the condition you found it
in. An example of an entry in your notebook
might be something like #York Chapter 148,
Members and Visitors Register, January 1 ,
1924 % December 31 , 1929. Spine
separated from binding.$ You may then
lightly dust the object over your waste
receptacle with your canned air and/or
draftsman"s brush. You may also use cotton
rags or dry sponge, but be careful not to rub
the dust into the object. Lastly, temporarily
place the object into a clean area away from
everything else.

Examine each item for mold. This applies
particularly to items that have been stored in
a damp area like a basement. If among a

group of items you find one that appears
water damaged and/or moldy, remove it and
keep it separate from everything else
permanently. If the object in question is still
damp place it in a dry, bright area to air out
while you are working.

It is often the case that items are gradually
disintegrating. This is particularly the case with
organic binding on books (cloth, leather, etc.).
The best thing to do in the short term is to
contain them in Tyvek . You can place them in
an envelope or simply wrap them up like a
Christmas present. If the item in question is a
book you need to refer to, then you can make
a cover from Tyvek similar to those we made
for our textbooks in elementary school.

Once you have completed the initial inspection
and cleaning of the items you are examining
during the current session, it is time to prepare
to store them once more. If it is not detrimental
to do so, you may store them as a group in a
banker"s box. It is preferable to store paper
flat rather than vertically. Be sure to make a
note on the outside of the box giving a general
description of its contents, for example #York
Chapter Records, 1920 % 1935$. Also give
your name and the date you prepared the
box. Once you have had an opportunity to
type up your notes, place a copy of them in the
box on top of the items stored in it for future
reference. Make sure the box you use has a
cover of some sort. Do not leave your items
exposed.

The key to successful paper conservation is to
provide ideal environmental

conditions. Paper is best archived at about 65
% 70 Fahrenheit and about 45 %50% relative
humidity. It is also important that the
temperature and
humidity be as
consistent as
possible. Like
everything else,
paper is
susceptible to
extreme changes
in temperature
which can cause it
to age more
rapidly than it
would in a
constant
environment.

Masonic temples
were not designed
for the purpose of
providing ideal

archival conditions. What we must attempt
to do is identify those available storage
areas that offer conditions closest to our
ideal. Given the choice between a damp
basement and a closet on an upper floor,
for instance, the closet is probably the way
to go. If you must store in a basement, then
make sure your material is elevated and
that there is good airflow around it. If you
must store in an attic, do not place your
material near an outside wall where it will
be most susceptible to temperature change.
Also, if possible, do not stack boxes.
Inexpensive metal shelving is available from
many hardware stores and will allow you to
store them in a way they won"t get crushed.
If boxes must be stacked, then do not stack
them more than two high, and put the lighter
box on the top.

In the next article, we will examine
reference material and resources that will
be useful to you in gaining an understanding
of the history of your chapter.

The first book of minutes and first petitions of Washington Chapter No. 43,
RAM, which was the second oldest chapter in the City of Chicago.

The
minutes book is now properly contained in Tyvek and the petitions in
polyethylene sleeves. All items are contained in an archival quality box
manufactured by the Hollinger Corporation.

It is time to re-evaluate why it mattered in the first place.  There is no
doubt that many members question the value of the#capitular
experience$. Collectively, we need to assess what expanded the
original interest and activity of a Master Mason to join a chapter; i.e.,
its relevancy.  There is a need to focus on new ways to innovate the
value proposition.  Once we do that, we will be able to differentiate
Capitular Masonry from other organizations by showing its real value
in Freemasonry.

Competition for time exists both inside and outside of Freemasonry.
Therefore, chapters need to do more for and with their companions.
Today"s companions and prospective candidates are more refined
and expect more for the fees and (even more so) the activity time
they invest a chapter.  Thus, they expect a greater value, and the
successful chapter will expand to address those needs.  Chapters need
to address an aspect of attitude sustainability because the younger
generation do not accept the business-as-usual attitude of our older
generation.  Today"s world is fast paced and technology driven, and
neither our companions nor prospective candidates will be taken for
granted.  They consistently expect to receive fresh approaches and
value.  Young Freemasons want a solution to fit their needs, so they will
often refuse to conform or be content with old ways of doing things.
Companions, this is the 21st Century, not the 20th, 19th nor the 18th
Century. We must modernize our ways of administering and
developing our local chapters and events, without disturbing the great
philosophical aspects or teachings of Freemasonry.  Refusing or failing
to change and give value to our members only invites disaster.

The future of your local chapters is in your hands to maintain a
constant and relevant experience with your fellow companions.
Differentiate yourselves from everyone else, develop a spirit of long
term loyalty, and drive for membership growth, in order to avoid
attrition.  Make certain that your chapter maintains high relevancy
with your companions, because it will compel them to be active and
loyal.  It is a strong method for chapter membership retention.

Our chapters need to do more in engaging partnerships with their
respective members in order to assure a successful and relevant long-
term experience. Chapters that are successful don"t short change their
members.  They listen to their members and understand individuals, not
just audiences or what one wants to hear.  Engaging partnerships with
chapter"s companions continues the relevancy of the chapter which
creates relationships of benefit not only to the chapter, but specifically
to the companions; it is a lifetime value for both.  The value of
engaging partnerships fosters an ardent relevancy and grows
advocates who recommend the importance of Capitular Freemasonry
in general and your chapter in particular.

Today"s younger generation is the most informed generation in history.
They can find out anything they want to know through the use of
technology, and they are indifferent to those organizations that are
indifferent toward them.  The younger companions and potential
candidates will seek out an engaging relationship with those chapters
who prove their relevancy.

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Illinois Lodge of Research Acquires State-of-the-Art Book Scanner! Paul Scheeler

The Illinois Lodge of Research (ILOR) has acquired an Atiz BookDrive
DIY scanner, which will enable vast amounts of masonic content to be
digitized and made available on-line and on disk.  The Grand
Lodge of Illinois and Andrew Torok Foundation jointly funded the
purchase of the nearly $10,000 system which has been installed in
the Louis L. Williams Library & Museum (www.ilorlibrary.org) in
Bloomington by the museum"s staff, Bros. John Dorner and Jeff Fox.

#Having now been officially designated as the repository of the
Grand Lodge historical archives, the Illinois Lodge of Research
appreciates this contribution and we plan to scan all the Grand
Lodge proceedings that are not yet available in digital format,$said
R.E. Companion Ron Blue, ILOR Secretary.#We expect this process to
take several months and are creating a college internship program
to facilitate this effort as well as scanning portions of our collection
of more than 10,000 masonic volumes and periodicals, which
includes many rare and historic books not previously accessible.$

The Atiz BookDrive DIY scanner (www.atiz.com) is a
convenient, cost-effective mass book digitization
technology that combines digital SLR cameras with a
v-shaped, auto-adjusting book cradle and platen, to
capture sharp images at up to 700 pages per hour.
Conventional flatbed scanners tend to produce
distorted images resulting from binding issues and
page curvature, and can damage books when force
is applied to flatten pages.  The BookDrive system
rapidly produces sharp images with no page
curvature and does not damage book bindings.

The scanner uses two high-resolution digital cameras
mounted on an arched frame above either side of a
book cradle to produce sharp, flat page images
ideal for text conversion via optical character
recognition (OCR) software.  Scanning is
accomplished by placing a book face-up on the
cradle, lowering a transparent platen over the
pages, and pressing a button to photograph facing

pages simultaneously and then save the images for processing using
special software.  The auto-centering cradle and platen gently
sandwich the book, keeping pages flat and centered while
eliminating margin crawl.

The Grand Secretary is the official librarian of the Grand Lodge
and, as a public courtesy, the office responds to requests for
genealogical and historical research that can require significant staff
time to compile.  Making scanned proceedings and other content
available on-line is expected to reduce the time needed to fulfill
such requests.  The ILOR Library also plans to scan the grand
proceedings for all Illinois York Rite, Scottish Rite and other
appendant bodies, so that the data contained in these volumes can
be made more widely available for research.

In addition, ILOR members will eventually have access to special
content, including the Library"s
collection of rituals and
proceedings of fraternal
groups such as the
Oddfellows and Knights of
Pythias, as well as rare or
delicate volumes which can no
longer be handled.  The
scanner has an extra large
format scanbed with a
maximum scanning area of
15.5 x 24 inches, suitable for
oversized documents such as
newsprint and certificates.
